You just got the call, the employer wants you to come in and fill out an application and for an interview, you are excited, but wait there is still work to do before you go.

We interview people several days a week and I  want to offer you a few suggestions that may assist you in getting your next job.

Helpful Suggestions:

1. Always be on time, in fact being on time to me, means being ten minutes early . I don’t suggest being any earlier than that, but never be late; if you can’t be on time for an appointment then you probably won’t be on time for the job and believe me, as an employer this is how I feel.
2. Go prepared! When the appointment is set be sure you know who you will be meeting with, know their name and get it right! This is a must, if you are to meet with Kimberly Hockett ask for Kimberly Hockett not Kimberly Pockett or Hackett, you get the picture.

3. Always dress appropriately, if you are applying for a management position, a suit or a skirt and blouse will be great. However, if you are applying for a warehouse or production job, jeans and a shirt are fine. Always wear clean neatly pressed clothes, never wrinkled or dirty, take pride in your appearance. Being well groomed is so important and don’t overuse cologne or perfume it can work against you. The first impression will be a huge factor. You want to be remembered for a good appearance.

4. When filling out the employment application, be thorough and write neatly so that it can be read. If you do not remember the dates of your previous employment then bring your notes with you. I suggest you have a resume, especially if your are applying for a professional position. Never give false information, you may get away with it and get hired but when they find out, you know what will happen.

5. Okay things are going pretty well, the front desk person informs you that you will be interviewed. You are introduced to the interviewer and when he or she shakes your hand, respond with a good hand shake and always look them in the eye. Good eye contact is a must. Most likely they will establish a rapport  with you to put you at ease. They are interviewing you because they need someone for an open position, so help them make you their choice. Always be truthful and if you are asked a question you do not know or understand, tell them you don’t know, never bluff. Interviewers will see right through you when you are bluffing, but when you tell them you don’t understand or know the answer they will respect your honesty.
